COURSE INFORMATION

Course Number and Title: ENG 101, English Composition I

Course Description:

This course is designed to improve writing skills and to introduce basic research skills. Emphasis is placed on writing that is appropriate to the situation and audience in content, organization, tone, and style. Students learn the strategies associated with composing: brainstorming, free-writing, clustering, drafting, revising, editing, and proofreading. Students are required to produce a variety of essays demonstrating skill and are introduced to library and online research methods. A short research paper using MLA documentation is required. This course may require participation in activities and events outside the classroom that relate to the course outcomes.
Course Rationale:
This course aims to help students become more active readers and thinkers, while developing their skills in argumentative writing and critical thinking/reading.

Instructional Format:  

The instructional format of this course includes lecture, demonstration, discussion, writing, and in-class exercises, group activities, and individual assignments.

Student Materials and Supplementary Bibliography: 

Regular access to computer or word-processor, printer, computer disk or flash drive, Dictionary, and Thesaurus. notebook or loose-leaf paper, writing utensils, and pocket folder are required materials for EVERY class meeting. Please come to class prepared.  

Student Responsibilities:  

Over the course of the semester, students will be required to attend class, participate in classroom activities and assignments in a mature and appropriate manner, and complete various research and writing assignments to the best of their abilities in a timely manner. There will be timed in-class writing exercises designed to allow students to explore new abilities and the power of language. These should be taken as seriously as any at-home writing assignment.

· Late papers will AUTOMATICALLY receive half credit.  Papers are due during the first half-hour of class of the due date. (If class begins at 9:00am, you have until 9:30am to hand in the paper before it is considered to be late.) 

· No make-up work or late papers will be permitted except under extraordinary conditions. 

· Do not be late to class.  It is a common courtesy to all, and tardiness will not be tolerated. 
· Attendance is mandatory.  If you are absent when a paper is due, the paper must still meet the deadline or suffer the penalty of being late. (In other words, if you know that you can't make it to class to turn in an assignment, please try to find a way to make sure that your assignment gets there without you.)

· All papers should be typed and printed in clean copy.  Please use a standard font (Garamond, Times New Roman, Palatino, Courier, Bookman, etc), and type body paragraphs in 12 point (nothing larger than 14-point). 

Attendance:  

The nature of this course requires that you become an active member of your class.  In order to best achieve the goals for this course, it is imperative that you are present for all class meetings and conferences, as well as participate in supplemental course material.  Attendance will be taken every day at the beginning of class by use of a sign-in sheet.  It is your responsibility to sign next to your name as the sheet is passed around.  If you are late, it is your responsibility to sign the sheet at the end of class.  I allow for three unexcused absences per semester.  These absences are allowed to accommodate such things as doctor’s appointments, legitimate illness, and unlucky twists of fate.  Please use them responsibly.  Every absence after three will equate to a 1% deduction from your final grade.  For example, if you miss ten classes, you will have 7% deducted from your final grade.  When you are absent from class, you are responsible to contact me or another student to find out what you have missed.

Cancellations:  

If this individual class is cancelled for any reason, the instructor will make an effort to contact students via e-mail in advance of the scheduled class meeting time, and a notice will be posted on the classroom door prior to the regularly scheduled class meeting time.  Please read carefully, as it may contain an assignment for which students will be held responsible at the time of the next class meeting.  If you hear via another student that a class has been cancelled, check to see if there is an assignment.  Watch for email contacts from your instructor regarding cancelled classes. Classroom Conduct: 
In order to promote an effective learning environment in the classroom, The Eastern Gateway Community College "Policy on Disruptive Students" will be followed (see College Catalogue). 

Disruptive Students:

It is the policy of the college that disruptive behavior that interferes with effective instruction or the maintaining of an orderly and academically focused learning environment of other students will not be tolerated. 

In summary:  The following will occur if a student is disruptive:  1. The student will be warned individually that his or her behavior is disruptive and violates the outlined expectations.  2.  Repeated infractions will be brought to the attention of the dean and the conduct will be investigated.  Refusal to cooperate and/or confrontational behavior may result in the summoning of the college security officer, who will remove the student from the class.  3. Once the dean is notified or a student is removed from class, a student will be advised of his or her due process rights.  The dean and administrative personnel will decide further procedures. 

Outside the classroom students are also expected to conduct themselves according to commonly accepted standards of academic and social courtesy.  College employees, who will advise the student of inappropriate behavior and/or report it to security, a dean, or a college vice-president, will not ignore behavior that violates these codes.
